	Subject  / grade level: 7th Grade Math

	Materials:

1) Cheerios
2) Pretzels

3) Goldfish

4) Marshmallows
5) ¼, ½, 1/3, measuring cups (one for each group of four students)

6) Small plastic baggies

7) One bowl per group

8) Student worksheet


	TEKS: 
7.3.A add, subtract, multiply, and divide rational numbers fluently
7.3.B apply and extend previous understandings of operations to solve problems using addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of rational numbers



	ENGAGEMENT: Sharing Gold Bars (5 minutes)
1) Tell students that they are going to watch a short video, “Flocabulary: Dividing Fractions.” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=uMz4Hause-o Tell them that at the end of the video you are going to ask them how to solve this problem 3/5 ÷ 2/3.

2) After the video, ask the students if they know the answer to 3/5 ÷ 2/3.
3) What happens if you have a mixed number that you need to divide? 

4) What about a whole number?

5) Ask students how you would solve the problem (as a whole group): 3
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÷ 3. 


	EXPLORATION/EXPLANATION: Making Bears Snack Mix (30 minutes)
1) Ask the students why would we need to learn about dividing fractions? 

2) One reason is we use fractions in cooking. Why do we use fractions in cooking?

3) Pass out student worksheet. Go over the recipe. Ask students: how much snack mix in the original recipe? 
4) Tell the students that they will have seven minutes to do STEPS ONE, TWO, and THREE. Set a timer.  Allow them to work in groups.
5) When the timer goes off, have students share how they figured out how much they would need for their group.  

6) Ask students how they figured out the total amount of snack mix. They should have 2
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cups in all.
7) Tell the students that they will have seven minutes to do STEPS FOUR and FIVE. Set a timer. Allow them to work in groups.
8) Ask students how much snack mix they each received. They should answer 8/12 which simplifies to 
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.

	ELABORATION (5 minutes)
9.  Read STEP SIX.  Allow another 7 minutes for this step. 

10. Have students share their answers. They should have a total of 6
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cups of snack mix. Ask them how they figured out the total amount of mix for 10 people. Ask students, “What operations are you doing in step six?”

 

	EVALUATION (7 minutes)
13) Have students actually divide the mix so that each person gets an equal amount in their baggie (approximately).
14) If time permits, you can address the CHALLENGE.
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
